Who Killed Dr Bogle & Mrs Chandler? 
wins 2007 Logie for Most Outstanding Documentary

7 May 2007: Film Australia’s highest ever rating single documentary Who Killed Dr Bogle & Mrs Chandler? was last night awarded a prestigious TV Week Logie Award in this year’s  Most Outstanding Documentary category.

Written, directed and produced by Peter Butt, the documentary proposed an answer to one of the great unsolved cases in crime history – the story of the mysterious deaths of Dr. Bogle and Mrs Chandler. The documentary broke national news and captivated the country when it screened in September last year, becoming ABC TV’s most watch program of the year (2006). 

Some 1.8 million viewers watched the documentary; it was number one program across all networks the night it aired and is now rated as the most-watched Australian documentary ever screened on ABC TV. 
“We are so proud that the program has been honoured in receiving the most prominent Australian Television industry award,” said CEO of Film Australia, Daryl Karp. 

“It was obvious from the success of the program that audiences are responding to Australian documentary and engaging and enjoying the range of national interest programs we are offering,” she said. 

Accepting the award at Melbourne’s Crown Casino was the film’s writer, director, producer Peter Butt with producer Kristine Wyld who were delighted with the win. 

“Who Killed Dr Bogle & Mrs Chandler? was an intriguing story to tell, and I am so pleased that Australian audiences  and the industry were so receptive to it,” he said. 

Also nominated in the category were two other Film Australia productions, Life at 1 produced in association with Heiress Films and the Film Australia/Essential Viewing production The Floating Brothel.   Both programs were broadcast on ABC TV in 2006.

Who Killed Dr Bogle & Mrs Chandler? is a Film Australia National Interest Program in association with Blackwattle Films, produced in association with the Australian Broadcasting Corporation. The film has also been awarded a Sydney Morning Herald Couch Potato Award and an Australian Cinematographers Society Award.
