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Moving History – 60 Years of Film Australia

A 10-part series screening from June 13 on ABC2 at 8.30pm and interactive website
Wednesday June 13: Moving History, a 10-part retrospective featuring award winning Film Australia documentaries, will launch ABC2’s new Australian Documentary slot: A Place To Think, which goes to air from June 13. 

The series includes the box-office hit Cane Toads: An Unnatural History, Sadness (featuring William Yang), Rats in the Ranks (from the celebrated Bob Connolly/Robin Anderson team), Leisure (Bruce Petty’s Academy Award winning animation) and After Hours (directed by Jane Campion) along with many other Film Australia documentaries that have captured the life of the nation throughout the last 60 years. 

The films on ABC2 are introduced by a variety people including past Film Australia chief executives, film critic Paul Byrnes and high-profile filmmakers such as director Chris Noonan (Babe) and producer Tony Buckley (The Celluloid Heroes). 

Complementing the Moving History – 60 Years of Film Australia on-air season will be an interactive website abc.net.au/aplacetothink featuring production stories, records, interviews, location stills and characters from 60 years of documentary-making.  

The website extends the viewing experience with a graphic history of Film Australia, audio and video interviews, newspaper articles and reviews, film scripts and memos sourced from deep in the production files. 

“These documentaries mark some of the stand out moments in Film Australia’s 60 year history, and are a true credit to the amazingly talented documentary makers we have in Australia,” said Film Australia CEO Daryl Karp. 

“The documentaries featured in Moving History are a valuable part of the national record – they have been chosen because they challenge and inform, inspire and entertain, provoke dialogue, promote democracy and leave a legacy,”  she said.

With rarely seen films streamed in full and clips from a whole variety of Film Australia productions, the Moving History – 60 Years of Film Australia interactive website offers an in depth exploration of outstanding Australian documentary filmmaking from the 1940s until now.
