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Top honours
at the AFls
and Hawalili

Film Australia documentaries have taken
out top awards at the recent Australian
Film Institute Awards and at the 2000
Hawaii International Film Festival.

The Diplomat, directed by Tom Zubrycki
and produced by Sally Browning and
Wilson da Silva, won AFI awards for best
documentary and best direction in a docu-
mentary.

Andrea Lang received the award for best
editing in a documentary for her work on
Thomson of Arnhem Land, a program
about anthropologist Donald Thomson,
directed by John Moore and produced by
Moore and Michael McMahon.

At the Hawaii International Film Festival,
The Diplomat was again recognised, win-
ning the prestigious Golden Maille Award
for Best Documentary. It has also been
well received at the London and Vancouver
film festivals, among others, and will
screen at the Berlin and San Francisco film
festivals next year. At the recent Austcare
Media Awards in Sydney, the program won
both the television category and the over-
all prize.

Buried Country, directed by Andy Nehl
and produced by Liz Watts, was voted
Best Documentary by the Hawaiian audi-
ence. Singer Jimmy Little travelled to the
festival to perform at the screening of the
film, which tells the largely unknown story
of Aboriginal country music.

The Diplomat has been seen widely
since its launch at the Sydney Film Festival
in June this year, with a theatrical release in

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cities across Australia.

The film follows East Timorese freedom
fighter and Nobel Peace Prize winner José
Ramos Horta in the final tumultuous year
of his campaign to secure independence
for his country.

It screened at the United Nations
Headquarters in New York on 12 October
as part of a special one-day event “East
Timor: One Year After”. The screening was
attended by the Secretary-General Kofi
Annan, José Ramos Horta and 200 other
international representatives. Producer
Sally Browning was in New York to intro-
duce the film.

The Diplomat is a Film Australia National
Interest Program, produced in association
with Emerald Films and SBS Independent.
It screened nationally on SBS-TV on 26
November, the anniversary of José Ramos
Horta’s return to East Timor in 1999 after
24 years in exile.

Cunnamulla

on the big screen

Cunnamulla is a portrait of an isolated
town in outback Queensland. This new film
by Dennis O’Rourke was produced by Film
Australia in association with Camerawork
Limited, with the assistance of the
Australian Broadcasting Corporation.

To make the film, O’Rourke lived in a
room above the pub in Cunnamulla, 800
kilometres west of Brisbane, in the months
leading up to a scorching bush Christmas.
It's a town where Aboriginal and white
Australians live together but apart, where
creativity struggles against indifference,
eccentricity against conformity.

Cunnamulla was selected to screen
in  competition at the International
Documentary Festival in Amsterdam in
November.

It opens at the Valhalla Cinema in
Sydney on 14 December for a theatrical
season, with other cities to follow in
early 2001.
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When the brilliant and fiery Marion Mahony
married Walter Burley Griffin, it was the
beginning of one of the 20th century’s
most outstanding artistic collaborations.
Marion was the first registered woman
architect in the world and the longest
serving designer in Frank Lloyd Wright’s
practice. In 1912, she and Walter won a
controversial international competition to

design the new Australian capital in
Canberra. Although the city of their
dreams was never built, this visionary
American couple chose to stay in
Australia.

A fascinating new documentary explores
their collaboration, their struggle with
unyielding bureaucracy, their unconven-
tional approach to life and work, and their
passionate commitment to an architecture
that expressed a balance between society
and the environment and an affinity
between the human spirit and the natural
world. It also examines their lasting impact
on Australian culture and the largely
unrecognised contribution of Marion
Mahony.

City of Dreams was officially launched
on 2 November by the Minister for
Communications, Information Technology
and the Arts, Senator Richard Alston, at
ScreenSound in Canberra. The Minister
commended Film Australia’s contribution
to Australia’s national heritage through
both its documentary film program and its
footage library.

Produced by Gaby Mason and directed
by Belinda Mason, City of Dreams
screened at the Melbourne Film Festival
earlier this year and had its Sydney pre-
miere on 4 November at WOW 2000, a cel-
ebration of international women’s cinema.

A Film Australia National Interest
Program produced in association with the
Australian Broadcasting Corporation, City
of Dreams will screen on ABC-TV in 2001.

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SMALL ISLAND BIG FIGHT

Murray Island, or Mer, is a tiny dot in the
Torres Strait between Australia and Papua
New Guinea, so small it does not appear
on most maps. But from here one of
Australia’s biggest court cases was fought
when Eddie Mabo waged a ten-year legal
battle for title to his land.

Few know Eddie had also been fighting
for the reefs, seabeds and surrounding
seas which, he said, had belonged to him
and his family for generations. Sea rights
formed part of his original claim, but for
political and strategic reasons he and his
co-plaintiffs dropped their sea claims
against the Commonwealth, vowing to
revive them after they had won title to their
land. Tragically, Eddie died before the his-
toric “Mabo” judgement was delivered,
which recognised his native title claim. The
will to carry on the legal fight for sea rights
has now been taken up by others.

In Small Island Big Fight writer/director
Aven Noah charts the growing tensions
between his people and outside fishing
interests over the sea and its resources,
which the Meriam people believe belong to
them. He explores their economic and
spiritual relationship to the sea, expressed
in song and dance. And he traces their
unbroken links to the surrounding waters
from ancient stone-walled fish traps to
modern island-based fishing businesses
that offer a real alternative to welfare, on
which three-quarters of the island’s popu-
lation now depend.

This is the first film from Aven Noah, a
Komet clansman and general manager of
the Torres Strait Islanders Media

Assaociation. Although he had covered the
simmering sea rights story extensively for
radio, the idea for the documentary was
first put to him by a TSIMA colleague,
Debbie Pruden, in 1997.

In 1998, they successfully submitted the
project to the National Indigenous
Documentary Fund, a joint incentive for
indigenous filmmakers established by the
National Indigenous Media Association of
Australia and ABC-TV.

Then in 1999, Sydney-based filmmaker
Rosemary Hesp took over the producer’s
role from Debbie Pruden (who left to have
a child), and Trevor Graham, director of
Mabo—Life of an Island Man and Land
Bilong Islanders, came on board as co-
producer. They approached Film Australia,
which agreed to commit to the film under
its National Interest Program.

Filming began on Murray Island in May
2000 with the same crew that shot the
two earlier Mabo films, director of photo-
graphy John Whitteron (who also acted as
mentor to Aven) and sound recordist
Bronwyn Murphy. They were joined by two
Torres Strait Islanders: Murray Lui, as
assistant DOP, and Annie Lui, as produc-
er’s attachment.

“This program begins where the Mabo
case left off and it’s just as significant an
issue,” says co-producer Trevor Graham.
“Sea rights claims have been lodged
around Australia. What happens in the
Torres Strait has implications for everyone
— just like the Mabo case did."”

Film Australia reports operating profit

Film Australia has recorded a year of
significant achievement, with the release
of some of the most distinguished pro-
grams in the company’s history and a
financial result above expectations with an
operating profit before abnormals.

Film Australia’s financial performance
has again exceeded projections detailed in
the company’s corporate plan. This year’s
operating profit before abnormals is the

“Though the future promises challenges
in resourcing continuing improvements in
an era of rapid technological change, at
the close of 1999-2000 the company is in
a stronger position to meet them.”

Life in STEEL CITY
will never be
the same

The October preview screening of Steel
City at the Newcastle Workers’ Club was
an emotional evening for the large audi-
ence of former steelworkers who one year
earlier left the site of BHP’s Newcastle
steelworks for the last time.

The film was shot in the final months
before the closure of the 85-year-old steel-
works, the biggest industrial shutdown in
Australian history.

Mr Alan Morris, MHR for Newcastle, who
launched the film, said that Steel City
would help other Australians understand
the magnitude of the closure and its
impact on steelworkers (many of them
third and fourth generation workers), their
families and the city of Newcastle. He said
that as well as bearing witness for the peo-
ple directly involved, the film would be a
valuable record of an important moment in
Australian working life.

Steel City is a Film Australia National
Interest Program produced with the assis-
tance of the Australian Broadcasting
Corporation, directed by Catherine
Marciniak, produced by Denise Haslem
and Gina Twyble and executive produced
by Stefan Moore.

The program draws on Film Australia’s
archive of films and photographs collected
over the last century. “We were thrilled with
the Library’s extraordinary footage of the
Newcastle steelworks over the decades,
including a 35mm film of the royal visit in
1921,” remarked Catherine Marciniak.
“New footage shot for Steel City will be
added to Film Australia’s extensive collec-
tion of images of Australian life, work and
enterprise.”

Steel City was broadcast nationally on
ABC-TV on 26 October.
